Directions to Mercy Center 

From I-95N - take Exit 59. Right off exit, left at light onto Route 1; travel two miles along 
Route 1, turn right onto Neck Road. About 1/2 mile on the left you will see the entrance 
for Mercy Center.  

From I-95S - take Exit 61. Left onto Route 79. Turn right onto Route 1; travel about 1 
mile along Route 1, turn left onto Neck Road. (Landmark: "The Old School Deli"). About 
1/2 on the left you will see the entrance for Mercy Center. 

From I91S - Exit 22S (Route 9); to Route 17S (new Haven); Route 17 to Route 79; 
Route 79 to Route 1W (Madison); travel 1 mile along Route 1; turn left onto Neck Road. 
(Landmark: "The Old School Deli"). About 1/2 on the left you will see the entrance for 
Mercy Center.
